 Notes to use to digitize

Betty Cauthen’s Gambling Sunbonnet

The Gambling Sunbonnet was drawn especially for the Las Vegas MEEC.  She has not been digitized because I didn’t want you to be influenced by what I had done.  You are the digitizer and you have the fun.  I will guide you through what I do and this is in no way the only way.  It is only the steps I go through to get to the embroidery machine.

TOOLS I USE:

4 or 5 copies of the design Sometimes I can get by with 3.

Protractor

6 inch ruler

Box of colored pencils.

HOW AND WHERE TO BEGIN:

1. Make copies of the Gambling Sunbonnet

A. Scan in at 100 dpi in black and white

B. Import into a folder you have made 

C. Open in Design Center.

First stage there is nothing to do but to look at it.

Second stage- is the Clean up stage for me.

I zoom in and look for broken lines or lines that aren’t connected.  I fix them here unless there are too many.  If there are too many I start my drawing over.

Third Stage- Go to the arrow and click on the outline. 

Hopefully everything will turn blue. When I looked at her in this stage everything was fine except for 2 spots in the ruffle toward the front. There is also a line in her sleeve that is not connected.  Either delete this line or attach it to the sleeve.

A’s on the cards show a jump stitch and not a continuos line.

I have included a bmp with dots that will show you where there are too many edit points.

            Fourth Stage-

If you will be using Design Center you would add your color here.  I checked and all the colors will drop into place except for one area.

On the bottom of the apron there is a break.  The band in the right front will not fill in.  Zoom in and find the break and make the correction
